MONTEE LAW FIRM BREAKS THE LAW

“Her level of incompetence is shocking.”

The Montee Law Firm operated in clear violation of Missouri law for nearly a year after the firm was administratively dissolved by the Missouri Secretary of State for failing to file a simple annual report.  Susan Montee’s willingness to thumb her nose at the law, combined with her administrative incompetence, proves she cannot be trusted by Missouri taxpayers.

“Her level of incompetence is shocking,” declared Jeff Roe.  “Filing an annual report is a simple task.  It can be done online 24 hours a day.  Yet she ignored it for almost a year and during that time, the Montee Law Form broke the law every time official business was conducted.
“It’s absolutely shameful.”

Section 351.486 RSMo provides that administratively dissolved corporations “…may not carry on any business except that necessary to wind up and liquidate its business and affairs…” and it goes on to say that any officer who conducts other business “…shall be personally liable…”

“Corporations are required to file reports with the Secretary of State for a very good reason – to remain answerable to the public,” Roe said.  “In this case, Susan Montee told the public to buzz off.

“Well, the voters can tell her to buzz off, too.”

Here’s the timeline, according to the Secretary of State’s office:
· November 13, 2003: Montee Law Firm is sent a past due notice

· January 12, 2004: Montee Law Firm misses the extended deadline

· February 19, 2004: Montee Law Firm is administratively dissolved for violating Missouri law

· January 17, 2005: Montee Law Firm applies for reinstatement

· February 1, 2005: Montee Law Firm is finally reinstated

It should also be noted that Susan Montee is the registered agent for the Museum Association of St. Joseph.  This organization has been notified twice that its required annual reports were overdue.

“All this incompetence and law-breaking begs an important question for Susan Montee,” noted Roe.  “When does obeying the law start to matter?

“Or does Susan Montee think she’s above the law?”
